WHEREAS, New York Not-For-Proflt Corporation [-aw $1609(d) authorizes tl're
Troy Community Land Barrk Corporation. Inc. ("Land Bank'") to convey. exchange. sell.
or transfer any of its interests ir-r. upon or to real property: and

WHEREAS. the Land Bank Bylau,s and New York Not-For-Profit Corporation
Law $1605(iX5) requires that a sale of real property be approved a r-najority vote of the
Board of Directors: and

WHEREAS. all disposals of Land Bank property must be made to qualified buyers
pursuant to Section 5 of the Propert-v Disposition Policy: and

WHEREAS, the Land Bank owns certain parcels of real property situate in the City of
Troy, State of New York and more particularly identified on the Properties List attached
hereto as Schedule A (individually. a "Property" or collectively, the "Properties"); and

WHEREAS, Land Bank staff, after evaluating all purchase offers received for the

Properties in accordance with the Property Disposition Policy, have recommended that the
Land Bank sell each Property to the corresponding Buyer idcntified on the Properties List
(individually, a "Buyer" or collectively, the "Buyers") in accordance with the terms and
conditions set forth therein: and

WHEREAS, Land Bank staff have determined that each Buyer is a qualified buyer; and

WHEREAS, the Land Bank has obtained such competition as is feasible under the
circumstances for each Property by advertising the Propcrty on its website and/or listing the
Property with a licensed real estate broker; and

WHEREAS, as each Buyer's plans are consistent with the mission, purpose and
governing statute of the Land Bank, the Property Disposition Policy permits the Land Bank to
sell cach Propcrty to thc corrcsponding Buycr by ncgotiation; and

WHEREAS, the Land Bank desires to sell each Property to the corresponding Buyer
identified on the Properties List at the price which was offered by each Buyer, as set forth
on the Properties List; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MEMBERS OF THE TROY
COMMT]NITY LAND BANK AS FOLLOWS:

The recitals above are hereby incorporated into this Resolution as if fully set forth
herein.

The Members of the Board hereby authorize the Land Bank to sell each Property
to the corrcsponding Buycr idcntificd on thc Propcrtics List pursuant to its
Bylaws and Article 16 of the New York State Not-For-Profit Corporation Law;
and;

The Members of the Board hereby authorize the Executive Director Brad
Lewis, General Counsel Matthew Chauvin and/or Jamie Magur, Chairman
to enter into Sales Contracts. Each Contract to Purchase will be agreeable in
form and content to the Executive Director.

Jamie Magur, Chairman are each hereby authorized and directed to

execute all documents on behalf of the Land Bank which may be necessary or

The other officers, employees and agents of the Land Bank are hereby authorized
and directed for and in the name and on behalf of the Land Bank to execute
and deliver all such certificates. instruments and documents, to pay all such fees,

charges and expenses and to do all such further acts and things as may be
necessary or, in the opinion of the officer. employee or agent acting, desirable
and proper to affect the purposes of the foregoing Resolution.

This Resolution shall take effect immediately.
